The introduction of the Special Compensation P&l Club Clause (Scopic) for salvage operations is
set to go ahead this year* following agreement on the terms of the clause and its likely approval by
the International Group of P&l Clubs. The clause was approved by the International Salvage Union
(ISU) last year*.

Scopic emerged following the provision in the 1995 Salvage Convention for so-called Special
Compensation when salvors are engaged in an operation which involves a threat of damage to the
environment. Special Compensation was devised to ensure that salvors would go to the aid of
casualties which involved a possible risk to the environment, even if the likely reward from the
value of the salved property is limited, by providing for them to at least cover their own expenses.
While this provision has been generally welcomed, a number of practical problems have arisen
since it was enacted. P&l clubs, who cover shipowners' liability for Special Compensation, were
concerned about potential liability if a salvage operation was unsuccessful, even if they had no
direct involvement in it. The Scopic clause emerged from discussions to try and reconcile the
positions of the parties involved in a salvage operation with a potential environmental impact.
Scopic can be incorporated into a Lloyd's Open Form (LOF) of contract by agreement between the
shipowner and salvor. But the decision to invoke the Scopic clause rests with the salvor. Invoking
Scopic means that salvors accept a 25% discount on their normal remuneration so they have no
benefit from doing so except in genuine cases involving environmental risk.

Owners can terminate the Scopic clause with five days' notice but are unlikely to do so when there
is a threat of environmental damage, as this would involve termination of the whole salvage
contract. Although P&l clubs and hull underwriters are not direct parties to the contracts their
position is covered by two codes of conduct, between the International Group and the ISU, and
between P&l clubs and property underwriters.
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When Scopic is invoked, the owner, or his P&I club, must provide security for his claim of $3m.
The clause contains detailed tariffs as to what claims are provided for under Scopic. This is
intended to minimise disputes as to what the appropriate remuneration is. The tariff specifies daily
rates for the use of various equipment and personnel.

If a salvor invokes Scopic the owner has the option of appointing a Shipowner's Casualty
Representative (SCR) to attend the operation. The SCR is entitled to be consulted but the ultimate
control of the salvage operation remains with the salvor's salvage master. The SCR will be entitled

to receive a daily report from salvage master, which he can approve or dissent from.
